Reservations must be made no later 

than the Sunday before the luncheon.  Childcare vacancies fill quickly, so call early.  

Cancellations must be called in to Denine by the reservation deadline.  If you need to 

cancel after the deadline, please call the ASYMCA or CDC yourself.  If you do not can-

cel your reservation, you will be billed for the cost of childcare.  Newborns up to 6 

months are welcome at OCSC luncheons.  Please keep your little ones over 6 months 

with a provider.  The 2 childcare  options for most luncheons are  the ASYMCA at 111 

East  16th  Street Junction City and the CDC on Fort Riley.  The time slot for most 

luncheons is from 11-3.  At the CDC  the price is $3.50 an hour    per child.  At the 

ASYMCA they charge a flat rate for the afternoon:  Children over 2: $7.50 for the 1st 

child.  $6.75 per additional child.  Under 2: $8.25 for the 1st child.  $7.50 per additional 

child.
